For the last couple of years 
our focus has been to 
develop IT capability in 
schools, by donating PCs 
and books leading to re-
establishment of a library 
service. The funds you 
donate were utilised to 
transport computers to 
Sierra Leone and to pay a 
building contractor for 
structural work performed. 

In 2004 the library and 
teachers resource room at 
the WAM Collegiate 
School were renovated, 
rewired and shelves 
furnished with new books.  

Our Joint achievements in Secondary Schools 2004 

At Tower Hill Kindergarten 
and Primary School, 4 
computers and 1 printer 
were donated to help the 
children towards the 
direction and expansion of 
the school in its 
introduction to information 
technology, and books to 
restock the Library were 
also provided.  

Our Chairperson, May 
Morgan, was present at the 
official ‘handing-over’  
event of the 9 newly built 
suite of toilets for pupils 

Our Achievements in Pr imary Schools 2004 

In January 2004 the 
Social/Publicity Secretary 
(Isa Davies) toured several 
primary schools to execute 
ongoing needs analysis, to 
identify the work needed to 
bring these schools up to 
date.  Isa also had meetings 

On The Ground  
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A new IT suite was created 
and it was necessary to 
provide electrical cabling to 
enable supply of power to 
this part of the building. 6 
computers and 1 printer 
will be donated as soon as 
we can raise sufficient 
funds for shipment.  New 
desks and chairs for 
students were also 
provided.  

The charity launched its 
local operation in Sierra 
Leone at the Freetown 
Secondary School for Girls 
(FSSG) in 2002. The 
school’s Library which 

doubles up as an IT 
resource centre was rebuilt 
and stocked with up-to-date 
books. 10 computers and 2 
printers were also installed. 

The Trust has also worked 
with the following schools:  

Prince of Wales library was 
renovated and 9 computers, 
printers, furniture and 
books were donated in 
2002. Recently the IT suite 
repainted (2004). 

Sierra Leone Grammar 
School - 14 computers and 
2 printers donated (2002).
